JURISDICTION:

Located in the north end of the Shenandoah Valley, in what
is locally known as “the top of Virginia’ (distinquishing it
from Northern Virginia), Clarke county was named for the
Revolutionary War hero George Rogers Clark. If you have
found what you believe is a typographical error in that last
sentence, you are correct. Blame it on the Virginia General
Assembly of 1836! This august body created the error that
year when they issued the county’s charter and added the
“€’ to Clark.

Clarke County was originaly part of a five million acre
holding of Thomas Lord Fairfax of England, who
commissioned George Washington to survey a portion of
that land. A part of that survey included area now in Clarke
County. The general area was later settled by Scots, Irish,
English, Quakers and Germans in the 18" and 19" centuries.
The ethnic and economic differences between the owners of
the large plantations east of the Opequon Creek (now
Clarke) and those owning smaller holdings on the west side
(then, as now, Frederick County), contributed to

the formation of Clarke County in 1836. The
county is bordered on the west by Frederick
County, on the south by Warren and Fauquier
Counties on the east by the Shenandoah River,
the Blue Ridge mountain and Loudoun County
and on the north by West Virginia

Agriculture was the primary occupation for
many years. Late in the 18" century, a mill that
remains operable today was constructed by
Nathaniel Burwell and another Revolutionary
War hero, Daniel Morgan. As always, changing
times brought the need for change. The vast
growth of America’ s Midwest in the mid-

nineteenth century and the rocky limestone ground made it difficult for local grain farmers
to compete. They turned to apples and soon became a prime source of Virginia apples to be shipped to
distant markets.

The Town of Berryville grew to be the county seat and was followed by other communities, Josephine
City (NOW PART OF Berryville), Lewisville and Millwood. These communities were formed by the
slaves freed after the Civil War. The emergence and arrival of the railroad (now the Norfolk Southern)
in 1886 gave rise to the Town of Boyce and helped make the County a center of commerce.

The county was not greatly affected by civil war battles, though several skirmishes and the battle of
Cold Spring were notable. In the years following, the southern portion of the county was settled by
more affluent families, who restored and built many beautiful homes. The county was home to
William “Billy” Mitchell of World War | fame, as well as Harry Byrd, Sr., a governor of Virginia and
United States Senator. A country home was also established here by Williams “Wild Bill” Donovan, a
New Y ork attorney appointed to lead the Office of Strategic Services (now the CIA) during World War
.

The county has continued to grow as the east coast and northern Virginia population explosion
continues. Because Clarke is situated astride U.S. Route 50 and Virginia 7, both east-west highways,
the movement of population westward has created something of a population explosion (now
approximately 13,500) in this small county of 179 square miles. Clarke remains the agriculturaly
oriented community that it was, but boasts of a beautiful book manufacturing plant established by
Doubleday and Company (now Berryville Graphics), a cabinet manufacturing plant of American
Woodmark, a world class automobile restoration shop (White Post Restorations) and a new, growing
industrial park.

Farsighted comprehensive planning in the late 1970's created a program whereby “dwelling unit
rights’” were allocated to acreage parcels based on the size of the parcel. Nearly forty-six square miles
have been placed in agricultural districts and over twenty square miles have been placed in perpetual
conservation easements. The growth areas were programmed to be around the Town of Berryville.
This growth made that small town grow, but has enabled the county to retain its open spaces so
treasured by its citizens.

Discussion continued on the merits of
such donations and concerns over 1AAO
financial management. No action was taken on
this matter.

Jerry Banagan suggested the VAAO make an
effort of use the fund balance. Suggestion from
the Board included subsidizing education,
reducing membership fees and/or reducing other
fees of the Association. It was also suggested
that an Ad Hoc Committee be set up to study this
matter. No action was taken.
